Vascular Society/Cook Endovascular Fellowships 2009/10
Three Fellowships of up to £60K are available from 1st October 2009 to support focused endovascular training for senior vascular trainees in the UK and Ireland.

The Vascular Society of Great Britain and Ireland is seeking expressions of interest from vascular units that will be able to offer endovascular training for 2009/10.
It is envisaged that the training posts should meet the following criteria:

1. The training programme should be based on the elements of the curriculum and have clear learning outcomes.

2. Training should be focused on developing skills in imaging and radiological intervention not currently available to trainees. 

3. The posts must be under the combined supervision of a consultant radiologist and a consultant vascular surgeon (both named in the application as a joint bid). 

4. A brief job description and timetable for the trainee should be supplied. Please include estimates of numbers of cases it is anticipated the trainee will have exposure to.

5. 3-monthly appraisals of the training must be undertaken and a final report submitted by both trainers.

6. These training posts should be supplementary to existing posts and must not detract from current training opportunities

The applications will be ranked by a panel from the Education and Training Committee of the VSGBI. Applications will then be sought from the trainees who will be matched to the posts.
